Here’s a chance to make lasting friendships 
among fellow sailors from all corners of the world.

In 2010 Ocean Scout and Offshore Scout will 
each sail a programme of six voyages lasting   
between seven and eleven days, including the 
two Races and the official Cruise in Company.

clothing, but exclude travel costs.

Detailed travel advice, including recommend-
ations for flights, rail journeys and connections
will be issued early in the New Year.  Private hire 
coaches may be used where this proves more 
practical than scheduled air or rail carriers.  We
